Prime can also be fed free-choice from lick wheel feeders and is ideal for range or pasture feeding operations.

The unique Regulated Release process improves the utilization of economical non-protein nitrogen in Prime.  By slowing the release of ammonia from urea in the rumen, Regulated Release allows rumen bacteria additional time to convert more ammonia into bacterial protein for use by the animal.

General Directions for Use

1.
Feed to ruminants only.    
2.
Mix with complete rations at 5 to 15 percent of the total ration.
3.
For free-choice lick wheel feeding, the following precautions must be observed:

a.
Provide unlimited drinking water.


b.
Adequate roughage must be available at all times.


c.
Grain may be fed as desired.


d.
Do not provide free access to Mol-Mix to cattle that are overly hungry due to the lack of adequate forage.


e.
Provide a free-choice mineral supplement containing adequate levels of calcium, phosphorus, salt, and trace minerals.


f.
Lick tanks must be intact so that cattle can consume Mol-Mix only off the lick wheels.  Loose or damaged tank lids, 

open lick wheel holes, and leaks must be repaired before cattle are allowed access to the lick tanks.
