Whether you are a feed manufacturer, a livestock producer, or a dairyman, you know that providing a ration with adequate energy is essential for promoting performance and profit.  You also know that as an energy source, fat is economical and provides more energy in less volume than other traditional sources, such as corn.  No single product can meet the wide range of feeding requirements.

Synergy 200 Liquid Supplement is designed for the dairy producer who needs a convenient, palatable source of fat with vitamins and minerals.  Including Synergy 200 at a rate of 2.5 lbs in a TMR for high producing dairy cows supplies the same energy that could be obtained from one pound of fat.  Because Synergy 200 is a blend of highly available carbohydrates, fat, and natural protein, it can be used to increase the energy density of feeds without risking the rumen dysfunction problems caused by feeding a large amount of fat.


As the name Synergy implies, these products are much more than simple blends of ingredients.  They are consistent, stable liquid products that maximize the benefits of each essential ingredient.

Synergy 250 Liquid Supplement is designed for the feed manufacturer or livestock producer.  Included in a TMR for high-producing dairy cattle or feedlot cattle at a rate of 2-4 lbs/head/day, Synergy 250 supplies the animal with the typically recommended one pound of fat.  Because Synergy fat-fortified liquid supplements are molasses-based liquid supplements, they  help improve the texture and palatability of most rations.

On-Farm Equipment and Handling Recommendations:
1.
Maintain product temperature between 10oF and 100oF.  Do not heat over 110oF.  If product temperature is expected to drop below 10oF, use heat tape and insulation on suction and discharge lines.

2.
Weekly recirculation of Synergy for 15 minutes will help ensure heat distribution, ease of handling, and product 
consistency.

3.
We recommend 1500- or 3000-gallon polyethylene tanks with appropriately sized piping and a 1.5" Viking Pump Model HL-32 with 3HP single phase motor, or a 2" Roger Pump Model 3611 with 3HP single phase motor.  Tanks should be placed out of direct wind in colder climates and set on 1" of insulation.

4.
Prepackaged polyethylene tanks with pump and internal mixer as well as complete instructions for installing prepackaged tanks and heat tape/insulation are available through your Westway  representative.

Feeding Directions:
1.
Feed Synergy fat-fortified liquid supplements to ruminants only.

2.
Mix Synergy 200/250 with grain mixes up to 20%.  Include Synergy 200/250 in the ration to provide up to 1.25 pound of added fat per head per day for lactating dairy cows.  

3.
Synergy 200/250 can be mixed into grain, applied directly to forage, or mixed into a TMR.  When mixing Synergy 200/250 into grain, do not exceed 400 lbs per ton of grain.  When putting Synergy 200/250 into a TMR, add either forage or grain to mixer before adding Synergy.  Include Synergy 200/250 in the ration to provide .75-1.25 pounds of added fat per head per day for lactating dairy cows and feedlot cattle.  Suggested feeding rate 3-5 pounds per head per day.

4.
The Synergy high fat products are not recommended for all-roughage, low-energy rations.

5.
When feeding for the first time or when animals have not received Synergy fat-fortified liquid supplements for 30 days or more, an adaptation period is recommended.  Introduce the Synergy high fat products gradually when top-dressed on grain mixes, silage, haylage, or added to total mixed rations.
