With Mol-Mix Dry Cow and Just Fresh Liquid Dairy Supplements, you can provide adequate levels of the essential vitamins and minerals plus protein and available carbohydrates for better nutrition and performance in convenient liquid form.

Just Fresh Liquid Dairy Supplement is specifically designed to provide essential nutrients including important trace minerals to help early lactation cows recover from the stresses of calving, as well as the demands of milk production and rebreeding.  Just Fresh provides increased levels of trace minerals to restore normal metabolic function and aid in the repair of the reproductive tissue of the early lactation cows.

Dry Cow Liquid Dairy Supplement is specifically designed to provide essential nutrients often missing in dry cow rations to help ensure that your cows will be in the best possible condition for calving.  Dry Cow contains cane molasses to improve consumption and digestibility of forage.  Because forage is a major component of dry cow rations, improving the digestibility and consumption of forage with Dry Cow can mean improved herd health and reduced incidence of displaced abomasum.

Mol-Mix Dry Cow Liquid Dairy Supplement is recommended for the first 45 days of the dry period at a rate of 2-3 pounds per head per day.  At freshening, the dairy cow is under additional stress.  Her nutritional needs increase.  By switching from Mol-Mix Dry Cow to Mol-Mix Just Fresh Liquid Dairy Supplement 15 days in advance of calving, you provide higher levels of essential nutrients to meet her nutritional needs.  Feed Just Fresh at 2-3 pounds per head per day until pregnant and/or milk product has peaked.

Dry Cow Liquid Dairy Supplement Feeding Directions:
1.
Feed to ruminants only.

2.
The purpose of Dry Cow Liquid Dairy Supplement is to stimulate roughage consumption and to provide readily available 

energy and trace minerals for the dry dairy cow.

3.
The recommended feeding period is for the first 45 days of the dry period or until 15 days prior to calving.

4.
Dry Cow Liquid Dairy Supplement should be fed in a manner such as to limit intake to 2 to 3 pounds per head per day.  

Observe animals closely for the first 10 days to be sure that daily intake requirement is not exceeded.

5.
For free-choice lick wheel feeding, the following precautions must be observed:


a.
Provide unlimited drinking water.


b.
Adequate roughage must be available at all times.


c.
Grain may be fed as desired.


d.
Do not provide free access to Mol-Mix Dry Cow to cattle that are overly hungry


e.
If animals are not fed Dry Cow Liquid Dairy Supplement for 24 hours, observe animals closely for three days to prevent overconsumption.


f.
Provide a free-choice mineral supplement containing adequate levels of calcium, phosphorus, salt, and trace minerals.


g.
Lick tanks must be intact so that cattle can consume Dry Cow only off the lick wheels.  Loose or damaged tank lids, 

open lick wheel holes, and leaks must be repaired before cattle are allowed access to the lick tanks.

Just Fresh Liquid Dairy Supplement Feeding Directions:
1.
Feed to ruminants only.

2.
The purpose of Just Fresh Liquid Dairy Supplement is to stimulate feed consumption and to provide readily available 

energy, trace minerals, electrolytes, and vitamins (including B vitamins) for the close-up and early lactation dairy cow.

3.
The recommended feeding period is from 15 days prior to calving and continue until the cow is pregnant and/or milk 

production has peaked.
