One major purpose of Stress-Mix is to jump start your cattle by stimulating feed consumption and providing many of the electrolytes and vitamins which are depleted in a stressed animal.

Stress-Mix is designed to fit into any livestock feeding program, including beef cow herds, weaned calves, lightweight cattle, as well as feedlot feeding programs.  The aroma and palatability of Stress-Mix make it an excellent choice for feeding in free-choice lick feeders, open tubs, or sprayed on roughage or grains. Stress-Mix is most beneficial to new cattle from the first day of arrival up to one month after arrival.  It can also be placed in sick pens or used as a creep feed or weaning feed.

General Directions for Use

1.
Feed to ruminants only.    

2.
The purpose of this supplement is to stimulate feed consumption and to provide some of the electrolytes and vitamins (including B vitamins) which are depleted in a stressed animal.  Stress-Mix Liquid Feed Supplement is ideal for starting newly arrived cattle on feed.  It will also help re-establish intake in cattle which have gone off feed due to other stress situations, such as, inclement weather, ration changes, disease, etc.

3.
Mix with complete rations at a rate not to exceed 0.75 pounds protein from NPN per head per day.

4.
Stress-Mix can be fed in free-choice lick feeders or sprayed on roughage or grains at levels from 5% to 

15%.  May be fed in open trough with close supervision.

5.
Cattle may be fed Stress-Mix immediately upon arrival at the feedlot or other confined feeding facility.  

The palatable nature of this product will encourage its consumption and the consumption of any grain or 

roughage on which it is sprayed.

6.
Stress-Mix is a nonmedicated supplement.  Newly arrived feedlot cattle should be treated according to 

veterinary instruction.

7.
Provide unlimited drinking water and a free-choice mineral supplement containing adequate levels of 

calcium, phosphorus, and salt.

8.
Stress-Mix is most beneficial to newly arrived cattle from the first day of arrival up to one month after 

arrival.  No harm will result, however, if Stress-Mix is fed for longer periods.
